Alpha House is proud to announce its thirty-fourth year treating people with substance-
abuse problems. We have held true to our founding philosophical view that by providing
intensive, extended rehabilitation, in a firm but loving therapeutic community, we could
effect change. That change is evidenced by one hundred sixty (160) of our residents
entering and receiving some knowledge of recovery that they had not known prior to their
active addiction. Of this number, twenty seven (27) of them went on to engage in
treatment exposure until they satisfactorily attained one half of the standards for
completion in the program. Six (6) residents successfully completed the program and we
currently have one resident residing in the house for continued support.

Alpha House is committed to providing guidance, while participating in treatment. Our
residents are encouraged to increase their educational skills. To accomplish this task, the
educational director tests every resident that enters our doors to ascertain their
educational level. Each resident is afforded the opportunity to be tutored, refreshed,
and/or tested for the General Education Diploma.

Should Alpha House be unable to meet the mental needs, of any person participating in
treatment, we maintain qualified service agreements with surrounding facilities, with

varying medical/mental health expertise, and a resident may be seen off premises.

Alpha House operates an outpatient component of treatment. This has not been without
its own set of challenges, and yet they have not deterred the director. When necessary the
outpatient director will institute group therapy sessions and has developed a nine-week

theme centered work group to assist in maintaining recovery throughout the community.

We will continue to explore avenues that will meet the recovery needs of the community.
Truly, in the thirty-four years of developing and implementing programmatic changes,
Alphé House has established a solid foundation in the substance abuse treatment
